Abstract

This article emphasizes the important role of technological form in the
construction of television’s content meaning. The subject of examination is
satellite news gathering (SNG), a production and transmission technology
frequently used in news reports to manifest the urgency of news events.
Using John Hartley’s concept of “formal relations,” the article analyzes the
formal aspects of a “live” broadcast, including the use of shots, the
combination of visuals and sounds, the situation of verbal interaction, and
the virtual appearance of time, to discuss how the narrative form made
possible by SNG—lIive broadcast—becomes a major indicator in
constructing the actuality of the news event.
