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Audience and TV Drama:

Applications of Personality Theories and Audience Research

Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to reassess the older adults’ psychological
experience in television drama viewing. By using Carl G. Jung's personality
theories, this paper tries to build up a theoretical model connecting the
elderly viewing style with television drama. To the authors of this paper, the
older adults should not be defined merely by considering their physical
abilities and appearance. Rather, their viewing interactions with television
messages should always be appreciated because they are often expert in
interpreting drama meanings with aesthetic experiences. The paper,
therefore, suggests future communication research (o re-consider the
meaning of “audience” by putting more emphasis on the aesthetic

personalities of the TV viewing experience.
